Magon report on WUCC Prague 2010 
 
On the 27th of June this year, 17 Monkey Dragons descended on the city of 
Prague for glory in the World Ultimate Club Champs. The team established a 
habitat in the luxurious ghetto Strahov before embarking on a week of training 
and sightseeing prior to competition. As it turns out, the city wasn’t ready for us. 
We were searching far and wide for training fields and eventually found one a 
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short bus ride from the Hostel. The owners and their dog were reluctant to let us 
use the fields. Someone in the team may have inadvertently agreed to marry 
their daughter. Plagued by injury we set about forming a cohesive unit both on 
and off the pitch. The beautiful scenery in Prague was awe inspiring although 
language was often a barrier. We were only kicked out of the mall once for 
loitering. 
 
Game day arrived and Magon had a very clear goal for initial pooling. Take out 
the Latvian team, Ultimate Decision in the first game and then throw everything 
into the must win game against the Japanese LOQUITOS. Magon triumphed 17-
4 and 17-13 respectively to secure a spot in the power pool, although the game 
against the Japanese required some tactical defensive changes to prevent their 
quick pivoting breaks. The final pool game against US champions Chain 
Lightning was treated more as a learning experience and the 7 points Magon 
scored were hard fought. Power pool play started with a very close game against 
Nomadic Tribe from Japan. It just didn’t go Magon’s way though, recording an 
11-13 loss. The following two games were losses. The first to Buzz Bullets 
(WUCC2006 Open Champions) played on day 4 due to a freak lightning storm 
postponing games and the other to Invictus (containing several Furious George 
starters). This was followed by an intense game against the fiery Columbian 
team, Euforia. Some inside knowledge about their habitual poaching gave Magon 
the edge (11-7) but a beating from Clapham put us into the 13th-16th place 
bracket. We were outclassed by Mephisto and had a very close game (17-16) 
against Flying Angels Bern to finish 16th, breaking seed by 8 places. The party 
that followed was a blur of dancing on tables and flip-cup.  
 
In the open final, Revolver from San Francisco took out Seattle Sockeye. 
Highlights of the tournament were slices of meat for breakfast, Czech Beer, 
Andrew Flemings semi-final layout (YouTube does not do it justice), charades 
with building receptionists and swapping Magon shirts for almost any apparel we 
wanted. Thanks to William Harbidge for the sweet shirt design. Magon was 
ecstatic with the team performance. Great thanks to all the supporters and the 
Kiwi team of volunteers. The whole team had a great time in Prague and is 
looking forward to keeping Magon glory alive for years to come.

However, 
with my increasingly ornery disposition and at my (ahem) mature age, 
women's is the reason I keep coming back to the sport through injury and 
foul weather. Women who play women's ultimate get their hands on more 
discs, take more risks in their game and have greater depth and variety in 
their role on the pitch.
